We are
beginning the design of a new sanctuary and educational
complex . We expect to complete drawings by the end of
April.

In December, we visited Pastor David Fox of the Eastside
Baptist Church in Greeneville, TN, where we surveyed the
property and discussed the needs of this growing church.
We are awaiting site plan documentation in order to begin
the design of a new Family Life Center / Educational
Building.

New Projects

Since our last newsletter, a number of projects have come
to our need.

In early February, | had the pleasure of meeting with the
Building Committee for the Chinese Missions Baptist
Church in Durham, NC. This ministry has been able to
purchase a former GTE Training complex that has one
structure designed for classrooms, and one structure that
was originally the Administration Building. They have
begun partial renovations to develop a 250-seat
auditorium, cafeteria, and youth Sunday School areas.
The Classroom Building will be renovated so all Sunday

School classes can be relocated with the Sanctuary
Building renovated for other administrative and conference
spaces. We are developing a Master Plan that will
incorporate a new 500 seat Sanctuary . Please pray for
this growing ministry that is reaching out to the Chinese
population in the Research Triangle area, as well as their
search for a pastor to lead the ministry.

Pastor Charlie Scott  of South Charlotte Baptist Church
in Pineville, NC has contacted us to assist in developing a
Master Plan. The church has been able to acquire
additional land that will be developed for needed parking.
We are also engaged in developing construction
documents for the relocation of a residential building on
the site.
